CHICKEN FARM 

Together with brother Tom we have started with the construction of a new 
chicken house, sponsored by German donators. Our plan is to establish a 
small chicken farm, starting with the amount of 200 chickens, whose eggs 
will be sold daily to vendors at the local Mbezi market in order to create a 
permanent income for paying some of the teachers’ salaries.

On 19th June we are expecting a big group of American High School 
graduates who will spend ten days at our school. In advance, they have 

donated money for starting the construction of a new project: A children 
day care center. The plan is to provide care for the children of people from 

the surrounding region. We are looking forward very much to getting to 
know this group of Americans.
